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In May 1996, Dr. Mallengada Latha Muthanna  approached a few of 

her Kodava friends for financial support for a Kodavathi cancer 

patient. An amount of  ̀ .10,000 was collected but, unfortunately, the 

patient passed away, leaving the money unspent. Rather than 

return the money, one of the donors, the late Mrs. Maletira Machy 

Chittianna suggested to the others that they form a trust to assist 

needy Kodavas with their medical expenses and donated an 

additional sum of `.5,000 towards the cause. She aptly suggested 

the name Deenabandhu Charitable Trust, as Deenabandhu means 

'Friends of the Poor' in Sanskrit and Kannada.

The Trust began their activities in 1996 and was registered in 1997. 

The founding Committee comprised the Col. Pattamada 

Ganapathy (Rtd.) as President, Mr. Maletira M. Kaveriappa as 

Secretary, Mr. Pulianda A. Devaya as Treasurer and Mrs. Maletira 

The corpus of the Trust has grown through regular contributions as well as through one-time endowments for 

both education and medical assistance. The corpus today stands at over  2 Cr. and the interest income `.

generated from the corpus has assisted hundreds of Kodavas with their medical treatment or with educational 

subsidies.

On the occasion of the 25  anniversary of the establishment of the trust, the Committee wishes to offer their 
th

sincere thanks to the Donors, former Committee Members and the many other Supporters who, over the 

years, believed in and encouraged our efforts. 

In December 2015, it was decided to rename our Trust as Kodava Deenabandhu Charitable Trust as we 

were informed of another trust in Karnataka operating under the name of Deenabandhu Charitable Trust.

parents, 12 children of ailing parents, four differently abled and 295 BPL card holders. Academically 22 are pursuing 

Masters, twenty Engineering, five LLB, eight Diploma, four Nursing, 176 under graduates and 98 PUC students.

In total this year, the Trust has directly helped 322 needy students from Kodagu, spanning areas from Soorlabbi to 

Shrimangala.

The Second Wave of Covid  Pandemic prompted a Team of Kodavas led by Jammada 

Ganesh Aiyanna under the banner of Concerned Citizens of Kodagu, to setup an 

exclusive dedicated Care Centre in Gonikoppal at LMC in association with Karuna Trust, 

to address the serious issue of Covid Pandemic, since Kodagu as of then never had a 

Dedicated Covid Care Centre at all, and people were running desperately seeking oxygen 

beds in Mysuru, Bengaluru and Mangaluru.

This also triggered interest in a number of Kodavas to support and donate for the cause.  

Ms Konganda Priya Thimmaiah, took keen interest to raise funds to financially assist the 

LMC Karuna Trust Dedicated Covid Health Unit set up at LMC Gonikoppa. The Convenor 

of the above setup,  Sri Jammada Ganesh Aiyanna approached our Trust to collect the 

donations for the above cause.

We, the Trustees of Kodava Deenabandhu Charitable Trust, Sri Jammada Ganesh 

Aiyanna and Ms Konganda Priya Thimmaiah profusely thank all the donors for the 

generous contributions made towards the noble cause. 

  

The Trustees, in consultation with the Concerned Citizens of Kodagu decided to 

leave behind all  the movable items, mentioned above  with LMC for their use.

We received `. 24.867 Lakhs within a span of one month from 121 largehearted donors 

like you. We spent `.11.893 lakhs towards procuring hospital beds, fans, partitions, 

trolleys, chairs, UPS, printers, refrigerator, canteen setup to provide free food to the 

patients and other infrastructure like Electrical wiring, Oxygen piping, X-ray charges, 

Diesel for DG set, Electricity bills, septic tank cleaning charges etc.

As the Covid emergency tapered off and reduced drastically, the free covid care facility at 

LMCKT-DCHU, was wound down.  Our Trustees decided to retain the remaining             

`. 12.974 Lakhs and add the amount to the Trust's corpus fund for medical emergencies 

and use the interest accrued to financially assist needy Kodavas for their immediate 

hospitalization/treatment. (`. 10000 max).
