The corpus of the Trust has grown through regular contributions as well as through one-time endowments. Interest income generated 
from the corpus has assisted hundreds of Kodavas with their medical treatment or with educational subsidies.

Deenabandhu, meaning 'Friends of the Poor' in Sanskrit and Kannada was the original name of our Trust that was founded in the year 
1996 with the goal of providing financial assistance to deserving Kodavas for their educational and medical needs.

The Trust celebrated the 25th anniversary of it's founding on the 25th of October 2022.

Spoorthi Motivational Workshops
In recent years, in addition to financial disbursements, the Trust has conducted many four-day motivational workshops for the 
Beneficiaries. However we did not conduct the same during the period of this report due to very poor response from the benificiaries.

Student Sponsorship Program
Another recent initiative is the Student Sponsorship Program wherein a Donor Sponsor is connected with a particular student 
beneficiary, often orphans, directly or through the Trust.

While the number of Beneficiaries has risen steadily over the years, the number of Applicants for support has always exceeded the funds 
available for disbursement.

In total this year, the Trust has directly helped 336 needy students from Kodagu, spanning areas from Soorlabbi to Shrimangala. The total 
amount disbursed is Rs. 22,03,000. The Trustees have interacted with almost all the recipients and tried to motivate them to do well in their 
studies. The Trust has also extended financial help to 11 patients and disbursed Rs.1,07,000 to assist with their medical treatment.

Engineering, 3 LLB, 04 Diploma, 4 Nursing, 2 para medical,2 Pharma, one lab tech,148 under graduates and 111 PUC students.

Maletira Nanjapa(Ragu) and Chimy Nanjapa
After Ragu's long career in coffee and tea plantations, Ragu and Chimy settled down in Mysore in 1993.Ragu 

Nanjapa was a founding Trustee of the KDCT which was established in 1996 and was active in it's affairs for 
many years.He passed away in January '24.

Boverianda Nanjamma and Chinnappa 
Are grand children of the compiler of “Pattole Palame”, Nadikerianda Chinnappa. Chinnappa holds a Masters Degree in Engineering from 

North Western University, Illinois, USA while Nanjamma did her post-graduate studies from the Indian 
Statistical Institute, Calcutta. After persuing their careers in Calcutta and Chennai they left for Cambridge, 
England in 1974 where Nanjamma was a Visiting Fellow of Cambridge University. In 1975 they went to Canada 
to continue their careers and returned to India in 1995, on retirement. It was only then that they could fulfill their 
grandfather's ambition to translate the Pattole Palame in to English and take it to a wider audience. They 
dedicated their lives to the cause of preservation of kodava language, and culture of the natives of Kodagu and 
authored 'Ainmanes of Kodagu' after extensive field work. 

Chimy Nanjapa was involved in the KDCT for many years as a Trustee, actively involved in it's many activities 
like fundraising, counseling of students etc. In addition to the KDCT, Chimy was a volunteer with 'Helpline', a 
counselling service under the guidance of the office of the Commissioner of Police, Mysore. She found it very 
gratifying to be able to help people deal with a variety of social issues and life's many challenges. She passed 
away in March '24

Was one of the Founding Trustee of Kodava Deenabandu Charitable Trust.  A keen sportsman, after graduation, he enrolled in the Indian 
Military Academy in 1957.  he was posted to the Maratha Light Infantry (5th Royals). Keshu served the nation 
with distinction in several wars and counter insurgencies and was awarded a Sena Medal for gallantry for his 
actions taken in the 1971 Bangladesh Liberation War. He married Kupanda Dechu Karumbaya and had two 
children, Shabari and Somanna.  In 1991, he retired to Mysore after 35 years of distinguished service in the 
Army. During retirement, He worked hard to improve the lives of ex-servicemen in Mysore and he wrote 
numerous articles on Kodava and military history.  He passed away peacefully on January 4, 2024.
